BIDS:
1. Utility vehicle and Aerator for Golf Course – Parks Department
Parks Director, Ron Ernst, recommended the Toro from LL Johnson for the aerator; they're the only ones that make a four-footer that goes 4” deep.  For the utility vehicle, staff recommended the Kubota with the blade; it can be used for other things throughout the year.  There were eight bids in total for it. These purchases will be additions, not replacements.  

Motion by Councilmember McFarland to award the bid for the Golf Course utility equipment vehicle to Sandberg Implement for a Kubota 1100 with a cab in the amount of $25,057.00. Seconded by Councilmember Allred.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”: Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.   Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

Motion by Councilmember McFarland to award the bid to LL Johnson for a Toro Pro-Core 648 Aerator in the amount of $25,876.00.  Seconded by Councilmember Christensen.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”: Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.   Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]2. Water Supply Control Logic, (SCADA) – Public Works
Public Works Director, Pat Heath, said the City accepted bids for the SCADA system; converting over to PLC as discussed at a previous Council meeting.  Mr. Heath said our goal is to have the new system up and running by March 31, 2014.  Our current SCADA provider will end their contract and service on December 20, 2013.   The low bid was HOA Solutions for $82,780.  HOA is the staff recommendation and includes radios; they are based out of Lincoln but have staff based here in town.  Mr. Heath reviewed the bids with Council.   Mr. Heath said there was a project for $110,000 in the budget for the interconnect with the City of Scottsbluff; it can be delayed until next year.  The SCADA is not a project we can put off.  The interconnect is a priority but the PLC moved up the list of priorities when this happened.  He said Scottsbluff and Gering both have backups for now to make it another year without the interconnect.  

Motion by Councilmember McFarland to award the bid for the PLC upgrade to include radios to HOA Solutions, Inc. in the amount of $82,780.00.  Seconded by Councilmember Gibbs.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”: Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

CURRENT BUSINESS:
1. Approve LB840 Economic Development Assistance Agreement - JADS Trucking, Inc.
TCD Director, Rawnda Pierce, stated that the LB840 Committee met and had an application from John Schlothauer and Doug Koob for JADS Trucking, Inc.  They've purchased a FedEx Ground route and run it out of Gering and have an opportunity down the road to expand the business.  The LB840 Committee recommended approving the two positions for $10,000.

Motion by Councilmember Shields, second by Councilmember Christensen to approve the LB840 Economic Development Assistance Agreement for JADS Trucking, Inc.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.   “AYES”: Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

2. Amend Ordinance 1951 to Ordinance 1943 approving new language regarding regular hours and after hours services fees to said ordinance and correcting a Scribner’s error.  There are two passed and approved Ordinances with the same Ordinance No. 1951  

Motion by Councilmember Gibbs to remove from table Ordinance 1951 to 1943, second by Councilmember Morrison.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None. Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

Mayor Mayo entertained a motion to introduce and amend as written in Service Charges, Section 1 paragraph (d) second sentence and Section 2, paragraph (b) and pass Ordinance No. 1943, an Ordinance to correct a Scribner’s error correcting two passed and approved ordinances with the same ordinance number.  Ordinance No. 1943 is not currently assigned to an ordinance in the Official Ordinance Book. 

Councilmember McFarland made a motion to introduce, amend and pass Ordinance No.
1943 entitled:  An ordinance to establish after hours services chargers:  Providing for
publication in pamphlet form and providing for an effective date of November 25, 2013.  
Seconded by Councilmember Allred. 

Discussion: Councilmember Gibbs clarified what part of the ordinance was changing.  Section 1, paragraph d and Section 2 paragraph b.

The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

Councilmember Shields moved that the Ordinance be designated as Ordinance No. 1943 and the title thereof approved, and that the Statutory Rule requiring Ordinances to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be dispensed with, which motion was seconded by Councilmember Morrison.  A roll call vote was called:  “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None. Abstaining: None. Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

The motion to suspend the statutory rule having been concurred in by three-fourths of all members elected to the Council, was, by the Mayor declared to have carried.
Whereupon Ordinance No. 1943 was read by title only, Councilmember Cowan moved that the Ordinance be passed as read, which motion was seconded by Councilmember Christensen.  “The question is shall Ordinance No. 1943 be amended and passed?”  
The Mayor called the vote. “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.

The passage and adoption of the Ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members elected to the Council was by the Mayor declared passed.  

3. Recommendation to hold one Council meeting in December on December 9
Motion by Councilmember McFarland to hold only one Regular Council meeting in December on December 9, 2013; staff can schedule another meeting if Council has items that require immediate attention subject to the call by the Mayor.  Seconded by Councilmember Christensen.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.  “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  "NAYS": None.  Abstaining: None.  Absent: Smith.  Motion carried.
