Hearing none he asked if anyone in the Council Chambers would like to comment on these items.  Hearing none he asked the Mayor to entertain a motion to close the public hearing.  

Councilmember McFarland withdrew her motion and Councilmember Gibbs withdrew the second.  

Motion to close the public hearing by Councilmember McFarland.  Second by Councilmember Morrison.  There was no discussion.  The mayor called the vote. “AYES”: Smith, Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Shields, Morrison and Cowan.  “NAYS”: None.  Absent: None.  Motion carried.  

The public hearing closed at 7:11 p.m.

1. Adopt Proposed Budget for 2013-2014; adopt Ordinance 1971 to adopt the budget statement and appropriation worksheets as an addendum

The Mayor entertained a motion to adopt Ordinance #1971. Councilmember McFarland made a motion to introduce Ordinance No. 1971 entitled AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL; TO APPROPRIATE SUMS FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  Seconded by Councilmember Gibbs.
The Clerk stated: Councilmember McFarland moved that the Ordinance be designated as Ordinance No. 1971 and the title thereof approved, and that the Statutory Rule requiring Ordinances to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be dispensed with, which motion was seconded by Councilmember Allred. Chief Holthus thanked the Council for the opportunity and thanked all personnel who have worked hard to keep everything going during the interim.

4. Approve Amended Salary Range and Resolution 9-13-3

Motion by Councilmember McFarland to approve Resolution 9-13-3 to establish the new salary range to approve the 2.5% COLA increase.  Seconded by Councilmember Morrison.  There was no discussion.  The Mayor called the vote.

5. Authorize letter explaining the funding mechanism the City of Gering is proposing and authorize dissemination of the letter to all political jurisdictions affected by the Communications Center Inter-local agreement

Motion by Councilmember Morrison to authorize the letter to be sent.  Seconded by Councilmember Cowan.  

Discussion:  Councilmember McFarland wanted to hear from the Council about the meeting with the County held earlier that day.  McGrew, Melbeta, Mitchell and Terrytown were in attendance.  Councilmember Gibbs said we need to send the letter.  He's not sure the County understands that it's not fair to tax people within the municipalities twice for the Communications Center while rural people only pay once.  He said the funding formula that Councilmember McFarland has arrived at is fair. 

Councilmember Morrison asked if the letters would get to these other municipalities in time for a decision to be made.  Councilmember Gibbs said most of them are in the process of passing their budgets; it was recommended to them to allow enough in their budgets to pay the full request from the County if necessary.  

Councilmember Shields asked if we’ve paid the County anything yet.  Councilmember Gibbs said that $40,000 was paid out of the current fiscal year budget to the County; new assessments would be paid out of the next year’s fiscal budget.  Councilmember Smith said that the County is not asking for operations money; only for equipment.  Councilmember Morrison said that the County said in five to seven years the equipment will need upgrading again.  The County cannot set up a sinking fund for the equipment by statute.
