THE OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF A SPECIAL MEETING OF THE GERING CITY COUNCIL, FEBRUARY 14, 2013
A Special meeting of the Gering City Council of Gering, Nebraska was held in open session on February 14, 2013 at 12:00 p.m. at the Gering City Hall at 1025 P Street, Gering.  Present were Mayor Mayo and Councilmembers Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Morrison and Cowan. Absent: Councilmembers Smith and Shields.  Also present were City Administrator Lane Danielzuk, City Clerk Kathy Welfl and City Attorney Jim Ellison.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance by publication in the Gering Citizen, the designated method of giving notice.  All proceedings hereafter were taken while the meeting was open to the attendance of the public except as otherwise indicated.

CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Mayo called the meeting to order at 12:04 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The Mayor noted that there was a quorum of the Council and City business could be conducted.  

OPEN MEETINGS ACT-NEBRASKA REV. STATUATE CHAPTER 84, ARTICLE 14
Mayor Mayo indicated Nebraska Revised Statutes, Chapter 84, Article 14, requires at least one copy of the Open Meetings Act posted in the meeting room and he indicated where the Open Meetings Act is posted.

CURRENT BUSINESS:
1. Authorize the Mayor to proceed with the formulation of any and all contracts, documents or other memoranda between City of Gering, Nebraska and the United States Department of Agriculture Rural Development – Rural Economic Development Loan and Grant Program to effect acceptance of the grant application.  

a. Authorize the Mayor to sign Standard Form SF-424 “Application for Federal Assistance.”
b. Authorize Mayor to sign Resolution 2-13-1 entitled “Resolution Authorizing Chief Elected Official to Sign an Application under the Rural Economic Development Grant (REDG) Program.”
c. Authorize Mayor to sign Form AD-1047, “Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, and other Responsibility Matters-Primary Covered Transactions.”
d. Authorize Mayor to sign Form AD-1048, “Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier Transactions.”
e. Authorize Mayor to sign RD Instructions 1940-Q “Certificate for Contracts, Grants and Loans.”
f. Authorize Mayor to sign SF ILL, “Disclosure of Lobbying Activities”
g. Authorize Mayor to sign Form AD 1049, “Certification Regarding Drug-Free Workplace Requirements.”
h. Authorize Mayor to sign Form OMB No. 0575-0018, “United States Department of Agriculture Equal Opportunity Agreement.”
i. Have Mayor sign Form OMB No. 050-0025, “Representatives Regarding Felony Conviction and Tax Delinquent Status for Corporate Applicants.”

Councilmember McFarland made a motion to authorize the Mayor to proceed with the formulation of any and all contracts, documents or other memoranda between City of Gering, Nebraska and the United States Department of Agriculture Rural Development – Rural Economic Development Loan and Grant Program to effect acceptance of the grant application.  Seconded by Councilmember Gibbs.  

Discussion: Councilmember Christensen asked what this is about.  Administrator Danielzuk said that these are the requirements, certifications and assurances that the U.S. Department of Agriculture wants from us, as the applicant, to memorialize and submit with the application.  Councilmember Christensen asked what we are doing with the money. Mayor Mayo said it will become a revolving loan or a revolving grant that we can use for infrastructure for the museum and other non-profits.  Councilmember Christensen asked if it’s primarily for the museum project.  Mayor Mayo said it’s similar to a revolving CDBG grant loan that we have already in place; this is a different one, this one is from the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  Councilmember McFarland asked if the first utilization will be for Legacy of the Plains.  Mayor Mayo said yes.  Councilmember Morrison asked if there’s a 10-year payback.  Administrator Danielzuk replied yes, the terms are: 10-year term, there’s an ability for Legacy of the Plains to have two year deferment within that 10-year term and it’s 0% interest with a 1% administration fee.  Councilmember Morrison asked if it’s always, for anybody who does this, a 10-year payback or is it based on the amount that they take out and what they put back…or is there a limit?  Administrator Danielzuk said he doesn’t know about the term for loans or grants after this one, this is specifically the guidelines that were set out for this one.  Mayor Mayo said this was a grant application, a loan application, that we filled out two years ago and it’s finally coming to fruition.  

The Mayor called the vote:  “AYES” Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Morrison, Cowan. “NAYS”:  None.  Absent:  Smith and Shields.  Motion carried.

Motion by Councilmember Christensen to adjourn.  Seconded by Councilmember Morrison.  “AYES”:  Christensen, Gibbs, McFarland, Allred, Morrison, Cowan. “NAYS”:  None.  Absent:  Smith and Shields.  Motion carried.
